¢ We decree and declare that our validation comes from God and not from man or any
worldly entities.



We decree and declare that we will set our minds on things above and not on earthly
things.

We decree and declare that we will not fall for the tricks of the enemy or be caughtin
any of his snares.

We rebuke all false authorities on earth. We bind them now and cast them into the
dry places in the name of Jesus.

In the name if Jesus, we are not transformed by this world; however, Christ has
renewed our minds and filled us with the Holy Spirit.

In the name of Jesus, we have discernment from God, and we know how to use it.
